In 2022, in partnership with INCM, CTT launches the final set from
its Portuguese Numismatics series, showing five coins minted in
Portugal between the 16t and 20t centuries. These coins bear
witness to various episodes from modern and contemporary
history and illustrate such significant events as the construction
of the Portuguese Empire in India and Brazil, the transition from
Absolutism to Liberalism and the establishment of the Republic
in Portugal in 1910. In a perfect symbiosis between art, technology
and industry, these stamps demonstrate the evolution of
Portuguese numismatics and the meaning of the symbols that,
even today, inhabit the national imagination.

The St Thomas escudo (INCM/MCM 5774) was minted under
King Jodo . It shows the coat of arms of the kingdom, formed
of a crowned shield containing escutcheons in a cross formation,
with bezants arranged in a saltire, and a bordure of castles, with
the letters I0A Il POR ET AL R (Jodo IlI, King of Portugal and the
Algarves’); and the image of the apostle St Thomas, a nimbus
around his head, a carpenter’s square in his left hand and the finger
of his right hand pointing at Christ's wounds, with the lettering
+INDIATI-BI CESSIT (‘India submitted to you'). The escudo marks
the evangelisation of India and the construction of the Portuguese
Empire in Asia.

The 4000-real coin (INCM/MCM 5282) was minted under King
Pedro Il. It shows the coat of arms of the kingdom, formed of a
crowned shield and containing escutcheons in a cross formation,
with bezants arranged in a saltire, and a bordure of castles, with
the letters PETRVS Il D G PORT ET ALG REX (‘Pedro II, by the
grace of God, king of Portugal and the Algarves'); and the cross
of the Order of Christ, with quatrefoils in all four corners, with the
letters 1689 IN HOC SIGNO VINCES (1689, in this sign you shall
triumph’). The coin recalls the dawn of the gold rush in Brazil and
mechanical minting in Portugal.

The (INCM/MCM 5362) was minted under
King Jodo V. It shows the royal effigy in a majestic pose, with
draped bust and a laurel wreath on the head, with the letters
IOANNES V D G PORT ET ALG REX 1731 (Jodo V, by the grace of God,
king of Portugal and the Algarves, 1731); and the coat of arms
of the kingdom, formed of a crowned shield and containing
escutcheons in a cross formation, with bezants arranged
in a saltire, and a bordure of castles, in a typically baroque
configuration. The dobra marks the history of royal absolutism
and the splendour of baroque art in Portugal.

The peca (INCM/MCM 5585) was minted under Queen Marialll. It
shows the royal effigy, head facing left and with long hair, with the
letters MARIA 11 D G PORTUG ET ALGARB REGINA 1833 (‘Maria ll,
by the grace of God, queen of Portugal and the Algarves, 1833');
and the coat of arms of the kingdom, formed of a crowned shield
and containing escutcheons in a cross formation, with bezants
arranged in a saltire, and a bordure of castles, inscribed in a crown
of plants, in a typically romantic configuration. The peca recalls
the struggles between the liberals and the absolutists and the
early days of the Constitutional Monarchy in Portugal.

The 1-escudo coin (INCM/MCM 15514) was minted by the
Portuguese Republic. It shows the allegory of the Portuguese
Republic, a cap on the head, draped bust and the right arm
covered by the national flag, with a torch in the hand, with the
letters REPUBLICA PORTUGUESA / 5 DE OUTUBRO DE 1910
(‘Portuguese Republic / 5 October 1910’); and the coat of arms
of the Republic, formed of a shield containing escutcheons in a
cross formation, with bezants arranged in a saltire, and a bordure
of castles, arranged over the armillary sphere and inscribed in a
crown of plants. The escudo marks the Revolution of 5 October
1910 and the establishment of the Republic in Portugal.

Em 2022, os CTT, em parceria com a INCM, lancam o ultimo grupo da série
filatélica Numismadtica Portuguesa, alusivo a cinco moedas cunhadas em
Portugal entre os séculos XVl e XX. Estas moedas sao um testemunho de varios
episédios da histéria moderna e contemporanea e ilustram acontecimentos
tdo importantes como a construcdo do Império Portugués na India e no Brasil,
a transicdo do Absolutismo para o Liberalismo e a implantacdo da Republica
em Portugal em 1910. Numa simbiose perfeita entre arte, técnica e industria,
estes selos mostram a evolucao da numaria portuguesa e o significado dos
simbolos que ainda hoje povoam o imagindrio nacional.

0 escudo de S. Tomé (INCM/MCM 5774) foi cunhado sob D. Joado . Mostra
0 brasdo de armas do reino, formado por escudo coroado e carregado com
escudetes em cruz, com besantes em aspa, e bordadura de castelos, com
oletreiro IOAIIIPORET ALR («Joado lll, reide Portugal e Algarves»); eaimagem
do apdstolo S. Tomé, com a cabeca nimbada, o esquadro na mdo esquerda
e o0 dedo da mao direita a apontar para as chagas de Cristo, com o letreiro
+INDIA TI-BI CESSIT («A India submeteu-se ati»). O escudo marca a histéria
da evangelizacdo da India e da construcdo do Império Portugués na Asia.

A moeda de 4000 réis (INCM/MCM 5282) foi cunhada sob D. Pedro II.
Mostra o brasdo de armas do reino, formado por escudo coroado e carregado
com escudetes em cruz, com besantes em aspa, e bordadura de castelos,
com o letreiro PETRVS Il D G PORT ET ALG REX («Pedro II, por graca de Deus,
rei de Portugal e Algarves»); e a cruz da Ordem de Cristo, cantonada por quatro
tetrafélios, com o letreiro 1689 IN HOC SIGNO VINCES («1689, Neste sinal
venceras»). Amoeda recorda os inicios do ciclo do ouro do Brasil e acunhagem
mecanica em Portugal.

A (INCM/MCM 5362) foi cunhada sob D. Jodo V.
Mostra a efigie régia em posicdo majestatica, com busto drapeado e cabeca
laureada, com o letreiro IDANNES V D G PORT ET ALG REX 1731 («Jodo V, por
graca de Deus, rei de Portugal e Algarves, 1731»); e o brasdo de armas do
reino, formado por escudo coroado e carregado com escudetes em cruz, com
besantes em aspa, e bordadura de castelos, de configuracdo tipicamente
barroca. A dobra marca a histoéria do absolutismo régio e o esplendor da arte
barroca em Portugal.

A peca (INCM/MCM 5585) foi cunhada sob D. Maria Il. Mostra a efigie régia,
com cabeca a esquerda e longo penteado, com o letreiro MARIA I D G PORTUG
ET ALGARB REGINA 1833 («Maria Il, por graca de Deus, rainha de Portugal
e Algarves, 1833»); e 0 brasdo de armas do reino, formado por escudo coroado
e carregado com escudetes em cruz, com besantes em aspa, e bordadura de
castelos, inscrito em coroa vegetalista, de configuracdo tipicamente romantica.
A peca recorda as lutas entre liberais e absolutistas e os inicios da Monarquia
Constitucional em Portugal.

Amoeda de 1escudo (INCM/MCM 15514) foi cunhada pela Repuiblica Portuguesa.
Mostra a alegoria da Republica Portuguesa, com barrete na cabeca, busto
drapeado e o braco direito coberto pela bandeira nacional, com uma tocha na
mao, com o letreiro REPUBLICA PORTUGUESA / 5 DE OUTUBRO DE 1910;
e 0 brasdo de armas da Republica, formado por escudo carregado com escude-
tes em cruz, com besantes em aspa, e bordadura de castelos, montado sobre
esfera armilar e inscrito em coroa vegetalista. O escudo marca a Revolucao
de 5 de outubro de 1910 e aimplantacao da Republica em Portugal.
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
